Review of Chapter Goals/Update:

· Membership Services:

· New website is live with a few glitches here and there – to be sorted out with time.
· Jesse LaPaire disbanded the website committee at the CMVA National Level, and now all three of the Atlantic Chapter board of directors representatives are focused on the ISO 17024 accreditation process with BoD representative Matthew Holmes as head chair of the CMVA National BoD ISO Accreditation committee.  Matthew will be offering an information presentation to the chapter membership via Zoom web conferencing solutions to explain the differences between ISO “Certification” and ISO “Accreditation”.
